Statement by Ken Rickard concerning dissemination of material on emissions.

I understand that under the EU Directive 2008/1 Section 24 the public should be given the opportunity to express their opinion and concern and should have access to information about the operation and the possible environmental effect of waste installations prior to a decision to build them being made.

I am the Chairman of the St.Dennis Strategy Group and I have never had or seen any information from either SITA, the Environment Agency, the Cornwall Council or any Government body which sets out details of the emissions from any kinds of waste technology which could have been chosen for the Cornwall waste management plant. Also I have never been given any advice on how to give information on this to the public, or funds to cover the cost of doing it.

I also understand under the same EU Directive 2008/1 Section 25 there is an obligation that associations, organisations and groups, particularly non-government groups promoting environmental protection, should be fostered by promoting environmental education (about emissions from waste plants) to the public to encourage their participation.
